However, her
connection to Bhutan intensifies when she falls in love with a student, Tshewang,
and finds herself pregnant. After a brief sojourn in Canada to give birth to her
son, Pema Dorji, she marries Tshewang and makes Bhutan her home for another
four years. Zeppa’s personal essay about her culture shock on arriving in Bhutan
won the 1996 CBC/Saturday Night literary competition and appeared in the
magazine. She flew home to accept the prize, where people encouraged her to
pursue her writing.
