The Legacy
of Human Rights Violations in the Southern Cone: Argentina, Chile, and Uruguay analyses in a systematic and comparative way the struggles and debates, the institutional paths and crises
that took place in these societies following redemocratization in the 1980s and 1990s, as they confronted the legacy of violations committed under previous authoritarian governments and as
the democratic administrations tried to balance normative principles and political contingency. The book also traces how these trends affected the development of politics of oblivion and
memory and the restructuring of collective identity and solidarity following redemocratization.

A sweeping study of political murder in Latin America. This sweeping history depicts Latin America’s pan-regional culture of political murder. Unlike typical studies of the region, which often
focus on the issues or trends of individual countries, this work focuses thematically on the nature of political murder itself, comparing and contrasting its uses and practices throughout the
region. W. John Green examines the entire system of political murder: the methods and justifications the perpetrators employ, the victims, and the consequences for Latin American societies.
Green demonstrates that elite and state actors have been responsible for most political murders, assassinating the leaders of popular movements and other messengers of change. Latin
American elites have also often targeted the potential audience for these messages through the region’s various “dirty wars.” In spite of regional differences, elites across the region have
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displayed considerable uniformity in justifying their use of murder, imagining themselves in a class war with democratic forces. While the United States has often been complicit in such
violence, Green notes that this has not been universally true, with US support waxing and waning. A detailed appendix, exploring political murder country by country, provides an additional
resource for readers.

Memory of the Argentina Disappearances examines the history of the production, public circulation, and the interpretations and reinterpretations of the Nunca Mas report issued
by Argentina’s National Commission on the Disappearance of Persons (CONADEP). It was established in 1983 by constitutional president Raul Alfonsin to investigate the fate of
thousands of people who had been disappeared by the state during the seventies. Upon publication in 1984, Nunca Mas became a bestseller, was translated into several
languages and won greater public importance when the military juntas were brought to trial and the court accepted the report as key evidence. The report’s importance was
further enhanced with the adoption of CONADEP and Nunca Mas as models for truth commissions established in Latin America, and when it was postulated as a means for
conveying an awareness of this past to Argentina’s younger generations. This book contributes to understanding the political processes that led to Nunca Mas becoming the way
in which Argentines remembered the disappearances and the country’s political violence, and how its meaning is modified by new interpretations. Given the canonical nature of
Nunca Mas, the book sheds light on the most substantial changes and the continuities in Argentina’s social memory of its recent past.

This anthology takes a broad approach to ethics, incorporating traditional topics and texts while bringing in voices and themes that are too often excluded. A substantial section
on ethical theory is provided, as are readings on topics such as oppression, sex, identity, the environment, life and death, war and terror, and caring for others. Accessible
introductions and discussion questions are included throughout to contextualize material for the student reader without playing favorites among the positions at issue.

This interdisciplinary study explores the interaction between memory and transitional justice in post-dictatorship Argentina and Uruguay and develops a theoretical framework for
bringing these two fields of study together through the concept of critical junctures.

This book explores the significance of remembering the rescuers denouncing human rights crimes and protecting targeted victims—including the dead—during the Cold War state
violence in Latin America. It moves past a victim — perpetrator dichotomy to focus on those whose righteous acts were beacons for good in the midst of extreme violence.

El Diccionario de la memoria colectiva es una obra pionera en los estudios sobre nuestra historia reciente, que toma el pulso al sentir de una sociedad exigente, atenta al legado de otras
memorias y a las propuestas de las nuevas corrientes investigadoras.

It iluminates the depth and impact of Farmer’s contributions and demonstrates how, over time, this
unassuming and dedicated doctor has fundamentally changed the way we think about health, international aid, and social justice. A portion of the proceeds from the sale of this book will be
donated to Partners In Health.

Genocide not only annihilates people but also destroys and reorganizes social relations, using terror as a method. In Genocide as Social Practice, social scientist Daniel Feierstein looks at the
policies of state-sponsored repression pursued by the Argentine military dictatorship against political opponents between 1976 and 1983 and those pursued by the Third Reich between 1933
and 1945. He finds similarities, not in the extent of the horror but in terms of the goals of the perpetrators. The Nazis resorted to ruthless methods in part to stifle dissent but even more
importantly to reorganize German society into a Volksgemeinschaft, or people’s community, in which racial solidarity would supposedly replace class struggle. The situation in Argentina
echoes this. After seizing power in 1976, the Argentine military described its own program of forced disappearances, torture, and murder as a “process of national reorganization” aimed at
remodeling society on “Western and Christian” lines. For Feierstein, genocide can be considered a technology of power—a form of social engineering—that creates, destroys, or reorganizes
relationships within a given society. It influences the ways in which different social groups construct their identity and the identity of others, thus shaping the way that groups interrelate.
Feierstein establishes continuity between the “reorganizing genocide” first practiced by the Nazis in concentration camps and the more complex version—complex in terms of the symbolic and
material closure of social relationships —later applied in Argentina. In conclusion, he speculates on how to construct a political culture capable of confronting and resisting these trends. First
published in Argentina, in Spanish, Genocide as Social Practice has since been translated into many languages, now including this English edition. The book provides a distinctive and
valuable look at genocide through the lens of Latin America as well as Europe.

A partir de la década de 1950 se produjeron oleadas sucesivas de entusiasmos grupales
y compromisos personales con el cambio mediante la accién politica, que inicialmente dieron lugar a la Democracia Cristiana y el socialprogresismo, y luego se expresaron en los movimientos guerrilleros de
los afios sesenta. Durante el gobierno militar de Velasco Alvarado esos compromisos se abrieron paso en una pluralidad de partidos y grupos de izquierda, para saltar luego de la vuelta a las elecciones a la
via armada y sangrienta de Sendero Luminoso y el Movimiento Revolucionario Tupac Amaru. El neoliberalismo instalado con la dictadura de Alberto Fujimori parecia haber reemplazado idealismo por
pragmatismo hasta que una nueva generacion, hoy de jovenes adultos, produce expresiones diferentes de la busqueda de un pais distinto, no siempre en torno a la politica pero si ilusionadas con una
sociedad mejor. A través de treinta trayectorias y memorias personales, este volumen compara aquella "generacion de la utopia» con este empefio nuevo que en distintos terrenos persigue alcanzar
relaciones humanas mejores. Entre los entrevistados se encuentran Vania Masias, Abelardo Oquendo, Max Hernandez, Salvador del Solar, Jimena Ledgard, Victoria Villanueva, Héctor Bejar, Indira Huilca,
entre otros.

Capitalism in its modern form has become universal and has a presence in practically every country in the world, including those which once called themselves Communist. This book studies its effects on
different labor markets, from those linked to highly tertiary economies (EU-27, USA and Japan, to the most productive economies, such as China, and on to economic models that are in full transition from
secondary to tertiary economies, as is the case in several Latin American countries.

This edited collection looks at the changes to the status of the child and childhood wrought by globalization.

The author chronicles his family’s experiences before, during, and after the military dictatorship in Argentina (19761983). He uses his diaries, interviews in Latin America and Israel, documents and pictures
given to him by his family and friends and studies the works of political scientists, historians and journalists. He begins with his family’s history from the time when they immigrated from Tsarist Russia to
Argentina in the 19th century. Then, using his family’s history as a background, he discusses his life as an exile in Israel and Denmark from 1976 to 1979, his return to Argentina to comply with military
service in the Argentine Marine Infantry and his return to Israel in 1980. During the Argentine dictatorship thousands of people “disappeared”. Two million Argentines went into exile. This book makes an
important contribution to the collective memory of Argentina and the concept of Never Again. Eduardo D. Faingold is Associate Professor of Spanish at the University of Tulsa and the author of numerous
books, including most recently The Development of Phonology in Spanish and Portuguese and Emigrar después del Exilio.

One of the most important political and ethical questions faced during a political transition from authoritarian or totalitarian to democratic rule is how to deal with legacies of repression. Indeed, some of the
most fundamental questions regarding law, morality and politics are raised at such times, as societies look back to understand how they lost their moral and political compass, failing to contain violence and
promote the values of tolerance and peace. The Politics of Memory sheds light on this important aspect of transitional politics, assessing how Portugal, Spain, the countries of Central and Eastern Europe and
Germany after reunification, Russia, the Southern Cone of Latin America and Central America, as well as South Africa, have confronted legacies of repression. The book examines the presence - or absence
- of three types of official efforts to come to terms with the past: truth commissions, trials and amnesties, and purges. In addition, it looks at unofficial initiatives emerging from within society, usually involving
human rights organisations (HROs), churches or political parties. Where relevant, it also examines the 'politics of memory," whereby societies re-work the past in an effort to come to terms with it, both during
the transitions and long after official transitional policies have been implemented or forgotten. The book also assesses the significance of forms of reckoning with the past for a process of democratization or
democratic deepening. It also focuses on the role of international actors in such processes, as external players are becoming increasingly influential in shaping national policy where human rights are
concerned.

The book is entitled History Wars in the Classroom: Global Perspectives and examines how ten separate countries have experienced debates and disputes over the contested nature of the

subject, for example the 'Black Armband' and "Whitewash' factions in Australia who adopt gppgfingly celebratory or denigratory views of Australian history, especially when evaluating
age



episodes of poor racial relations. There are also tensions between traditional/patriotic views of history teaching and reformed or 'new' history. There are issues of political control of the
curriculum and parallel issues of who writes it (very topical in England at the moment over two expat 'big picture' historians who work at Harvard and Columbia (Niall Ferguson and Simon
Schama)).
