Wedding Preparations in the Country is a fragmented narrative by Franz Kafka, written between 1907 and 1909 and published posthumously. The story itself, namely the journey of the
unhappy bridegroom Raban to his bride out in the country, is embedded in a meticulous description of his surroundings. This narrative was intended to be part of a novel. However, Kafka
abandoned the project after multiple attempts.
Considered as one of the greatest short stories in the Western Canon, James Joyce's complex narrative "The Dead", explores the intricate issues of identity and power through the lens of
language, patriarchy, and imperialism. These issues are directly tied to the longstanding political turmoil of his native Ireland and the social questions of his day. Joyce's story reveals that we
often achieve what we tried to avoid by pretending to be what we are not. At 15,672 words The Dead is often considered a novella and the best of Joyce's shorter works. James Joyce
(1882–1941) was an Irish novelist and poet, considered to be one of the most influential writers in the modernist avant-garde of the early 20th century. Joyce is best known for Ulysses (1922),
a landmark work in which the episodes of Homer's Odyssey are paralleled in an array of contrasting literary styles, perhaps most prominent among these the stream of consciousness
technique he perfected. Other major works are the short-story collection Dubliners (1914), and the novels A Portrait of the Artist as a Young Man (1916) and Finnegans Wake (1939). His
complete oeuvre also includes three books of poetry, a play, occasional journalism, and his published letters.
In 'Natural Questions' Seneca expounds & comments on the natural sciences as understood in his day, offering insights to ancient philosophical & scientific approaches to the physical world,
as well as vivid evocations of the grandeur, beauty & terror of nature.
A man is shot dead as he runs to catch the bus in the piazza of a small Sicilian town. Captain Bellodi, the detective on the case, is new to his job and determined to prove himself. Bellodi
suspects the Mafia, and his suspicions grow when he finds himself up against an apparently unbreachable wall of silence. A surprise turn puts him on the track of a series of nasty crimes. But
all the while Bellodi's investigation is being carefully monitored by a host of observers, near and far. They share a single concern: to keep the truth from coming out. This short, beautifully
paced novel is a mesmerizing description of the Mafia at work.
Drawing on a wide range of social and psychological theories, Castells presents original research on political processes and social movements. He applies this analysis to
numerous recent events - the misinformation of the American public on the Iraq War,the global environmental movement to preventclimate change, the control of information in
China and Russia, Barak Obama's internet-based presidential campaigns, and (in this new edition) responses to recent political and economic crises such as the Arab Spring and
the Occupy movement. On the basis of these case studies he proposes a newtheory of power in the information age based on the management of communication networks.
Dubliners is a collection of 15 short stories by James Joyce. They form a naturalistic depiction of Irish middle class life in and around Dublin in the early years of the 20th century.
The stories were written when Irish nationalism was at its peak, and a search for a national identity and purpose was raging; at a crossroads of history and culture, Ireland was
jolted by various converging ideas and influences. They centre on Joyce's idea of an epiphany: a moment where a character experiences self-understanding or illumination. Many
of the characters in Dubliners later appear in minor roles in Joyce's novel Ulysses. The initial stories in the collection are narrated by child protagonists, and as the stories
continue, they deal with the lives and concerns of progressively older people. This is in line with Joyce's tripartite division of the collection into childhood, adolescence and
maturity. In Dubliners Joyce rarely uses hyperbole, relying on simplicity and close detail to create a realistic setting. This ties the reader's understanding of people to their
environments. He does not tell readers what to think, rather they are left to come to their own conclusions. This is even more evident when contrasted with the moral judgements
displayed by earlier writers such as Charles Dickens. This frequently leads to a lack of traditional dramatic resolution within the stories. The collection as a whole displays an
overall plan, beginning with stories of youth and progressing in age to culminate in The Dead. Great emphasis is laid upon the specific geographic details of Dublin, details to
which a reader with a knowledge of the area would be able to directly relate. The multiple perspectives presented throughout the collection serve to contrast the characters in
Dublin at this time.

I progetti hanno riguardato
diversi contesti universitari: 1) [Dipartimento di scienze sociali ed economiche] Conoscere la società: concetti e pratiche di ricerca; 2) [Dipartimento di ingegneria meccanica e aerospaziale] Costruzione e
sviluppo di piccoli velivoli (droni); 3) [Dipartimento di scienze della terra] Dall’osservazione delle forme del rilievo alla cartografia Gis; 4) [Musei e polo museale] Eventi in ambito naturalistico e storico
archeologico al museo orto botanico; 5) [Mu.Sa Musica Sapienza] Organizzazione eventi culturali, musicali e teatrali; 6) [Dipartimento di ingegneria meccanica e aerospaziale] Progettazione, costruzione e
lancio di razzo modelli monostadio.
