lui pardonner son orgueil s'il n‘avait mortifié le mien”)
Jane Austen (1775-1817) est une femme de lettres
anglaise.

The Exploits & Adventures of Miss Alethea Darcy
takes readers back into the imagined family of
Elizabeth Bennet and Mr. Darcy.
